Salaries and Purchased Services 1in the Instructional
Services function, Purchased Services and Capital Outlay in the

Background Information:

In August 2009, pursuant to state statute, the School Board
of Lee County implemented a program option for students residing
in Lee County by opening the Lee Virtual Instruction Program.
This progressive choice program is designed to provide expanded
educational services to a wider student community for anywhere,
anytime learning. Currently, instruction for all grade levels is
provided through two contractors.

In December 2009, the School Board of Lee County was briefed
on the proposed implementation of a franchise program through
Florida Virtual School for students 1in grades 6-12. This
franchise would employ Lee County teachers while utilizing
existing Florida Virtual Curriculum. This proposal was approved
at the January 5, 2010 Board meeting.

Subsequently, staff met with TALC leadership to discuss the
option of full time and part time virtual instructors.

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INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE SCHOOL BOARD
OF LEE COUNTY AND THE LEE COUNTY CLERK OF COURTS
FOR AUDITING SERVICES

This Interlocal Agreement (“Agreement”) is made this _ day of ,
2010, by and between the LEE COUNTY CLERK OF COURTS, a duly elected
constitutional office in Lee County, Florida (“Clerk”), and THE SCHOOL BOARD OF
LEE COUNTY, FLORIDA (“School Board”).

WITNESSETH

WHEREAS, the School Board and the Clerk both serve the people of Lee
County; and

WHEREAS, the Clerk is willing to assign internal auditors to prepare and
complete audiis for the School Board; and

WHEREAS, the School Board desires to have the services of the Clerk to
perform these audits; and

WHEREAS, both the Clerk and the School Board recognize the need for this
Interlocal Agreement to clarify and provide the requested internal audit services for the
efficient operation of the School Board; and

WHEREAS, both the School Board and the Clerk are duly empowered pursuant
to Florida Statutes, Section 163.01, to enter into Interlocal Agreements for the sharing of
certain governmental powers and obligations.

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing and mutual covenants

contained herein, the Clerk and the School Board agree as follows:
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SECTION ONE: AUDIT POSITION

1.1 The Clerk will assign a certified auditor to complete requested audits for
the School Board. The Clerk's Director of Internal Audit reserves the right to rotate
auditors during the fiscal year.

1.2 The assigned auditor will complete his or her work in accordance with the
audit manual of the Clerk's Internal Audit Department.

1.3  The School Board, or its designee, will coordinate with the Clerk's Director
of the Internal Audit Department regarding the audits to be completed during the year
and schedule them accordingly. The School Board has the right to change the
scheduled priorities; however, any audit in process should first be completed by the
assigned auditor.

1.4  Prior to submission of the completed audit to the School Board, findings
shall be presented to the supervisor of the internal function being audited. The
supervisor may submit a response to the findings within ten (10) business days. The
responses shall become part of the final report presented to the School Board.
Findings will not be shared with anyone other than the Superintendent and the relevant
supervisor before the final report is presented to the Board.

1.5  Pursuant to Sections 119.0713(2), Florida Statutes, all papers, notes, and
preliminary or draft audit reports shall be held confidential and exempt from public
records disclosure until the audit is completed by submission of the final report to the
School Board.

1.6 The Clerk's Internal Audit Department will annually provide the School
Board, or its designee, with a schedule of the hourly rates for auditors, administrative
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assistant and management. Prior to the commencement of an audit project, the Clerk's
office will provide the School Board, or its designee, with an estimate of the cost of the
audit. At the completion of the audit, the Director of the Internal Audit Department will
provide the School Board with a billing for each audit project.

SECTION TWO: TERMOF THE AGREEMENT

The term of this Agreement shall be from the first date written above, for a period
of one (1) year, unless extended in writing annually by mutual consent of the parties.

SECTION THREE: TERMINATION OF THE AGREEMENT

This Agreement may be terminated by either party, at its convenience, by giving
the other party thirty (30) days written notice.

SECTION FOUR: AMENDMENTS TO THE AGREEMENT

This Agreement may be amended by written agreement signed by both the Clerk
and the School Board. Such amendment shall be incorporated into the body of this
original Agreement and attached hereto. All other provisions of this Interlocal
Agreement shall remain in full force and effect.

SECTION FIVE: APPLICABLE LAW

This Agreement shall be controlled and interpreted according to the laws of the

State of Florida.

SECTION SIX: SCOPE OF THE AGREEMENT

This Agreement, including any incorporated exhibits or amendments, constitutes
the entire agreement between the parties and will supersede and replace any or all prior

agreements or understanding, either written or oral, relating to the same matters herein.
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SECTION SEVEN: ACCEPTANCE

The Agreement will become effective on the date of execution by both the Clerk

and the School Board. This Agreement, and any subsequent amendments hereto, will

be filed with the Clerk of the Circuit Court for Lee County and the Lee County School

Board Clerk.
