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Immediate Steps

" The Lee County School District’s Student
Assignment Plan has continually provided a
Proximity Preference (P1) to eligible students.

= This preference is available to students living
within zero miles to approximately a two mile
radius from a school.

m Students with proximity preference 1 are
considered to be walkers or car riders.

= Bus transportation is not provided to students who
live within the two mile radius, unless it 1is
considered an unsafe walk.




Proximity Preference (P1)

o Parents ranking a school with proximity
preference 1 as their first choice during the first
application period (batch 1) have a stronger
chance of being assigned to that school than a
student without proximity preference 1, allowing
students to be assigned a school closest to home.
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Proximity Preference 2 (P2)

o We are proposing beginning in the first
application period (Batch 1) for the 2012-2013
school year, a second proximity preference that
may potentially lower transportation costs, and
allow students living closer to a particular school
a better opportunity of being assigned to a school
closer to home. This preference will be referred
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to as proximity preference 2.
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
